3.4.4  SD Video Output
This menu is used for viewing screen.
•	 If the receiver and TV are connected using the composite cable,
	 select CVBS using the UP/DOWN buttons.
•	 If the receiver and TV are connected using the Scart cable, select 	 	
	 SCART-RGB using the UP/DOWN buttons.

3.4.5  Screen Type
Select the TV setting type.
•	 Press the LEFT/RIGHT buttons to select either 4:3 TV or 16:9 TV.
•	 Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select either Letter Box, Cinema, or

3.4.6  Banner Time
When you switch channels, an information banner will be shown for 	
a few seconds.

3.6  Common Interface

Your receiver is equipped with two slots of Common Interface (CI), 
accepting both Type 1 and Type 2 PCMCIA. Plug in the appropriate CI 
module together with a valid smart card.

Insert the smart 
card into the CI module, and the CI module into the slot behind the flap 
on the front panel.
The CI and smart card modules determine the programs that can be 
de-scrambled.
